The one who works hard a lot and studies
with enthusiasm becomes successful, we must never
give up in life and must neither be frustrated; we
must move forward courageously and must face
difficult circumstances with inner courage.

You desire to visit gardens and have
a lot of fun in rivers and streams, but remember that
after death Allah shall grant large gardens and large
rivers so that we could enjoy a lot; but when shall
we receive these gardens and streams; if we live in
this world, a life of piety with the fear of Allah.

Hadees

Hazrat Abdullah Bin Omar (RA) has narrated
that the Messenger of Allah (SAW) has stated: The
person who steps to a mosque for congregation, one
sin will be erased for each step and one reward will
be written for each step. (Tabarani)

It is known that for the steps we take to go to
a mosque a sin is forgiven and a reward is written
for each step.

Good Manners

We must cleanse ourselves of pride and
arrogance, Allah does not like a person drenched in
arrogance; we must treat people with humility, modesty
and humbleness; all Praise is for Allah alone.
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Verse
In verse number 39 of Surah Najm, Allah (SWT) states:

e W) oL G &5

And man will receive only that he has strived for,

Friends! It is law of Allah that a person receives in the
world and the Hereafter what he has strived for. The more the
hard work and effort, the proportionate shall be the reward
and award. Hence make good efforts in worldly tasks as well
as in the affairs of the Hereafter and seek good reward for the
same from Allah; He alone gives the best reward.

Hadees

The prayer in congregation is twenty-seven times
superior in degrees to the prayer offered by a person alone.

It means that if we offer prayer alone, we will
get the reward of a single prayer, but if we pray with
the congregation, we will receive the reward of
twenty-seven prayers.

Good Manners

Whenever food is taken, the second morsel
must be taken only after the first morsel has been
swallowed; it is not right to take multiple morsels at
a time. Take food from the plate from your side; do
not take food from the middle of the plate; if the
morsel happens to fall, pick it up, clean it and eat; it
is not proper to discard the dropped morsel.
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Verse

In verse number 56 of Surah Zariyat, Allah (SWT) states:
03I Y1 Gt S

And | have created Jinns and humans for my
worship alone.

Friends! The purpose of our birth is not eating
and drinking, playing and frolicking and making
merriments; eating and drinking and being joyous
are the necessities of life; the ultimate goal of our
life is to worship Allah i.e. offering Namaz, fasting,
performing Hajj, giving Zakat, offering Qurbani etc.

Hadees

Hazrat Anas (RA) has narrated that the
Messenger of Allah (SAW) has stated: Whoever prays
for forty days with the congregation, without
missing the first takbeer, it will be written that he
will be safe from two things: he will be safe from the
Hellfire and safe from hypocrisy.

That means that a person who punctually
offers Namaz in congregation for forty days without
missing the first takbeer shall be saved from Hellfire
and also from hypocrisy.

Good Manners

Eat meals together and do not make a habit of eating
alone. Love and affection enhance by eating together and it
also results in blessing. If you find fault in the food do not
state it instead leave the food that you do not like.
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Verse

In verse number 19 of Surah Zariyat, Allah (SWT) states:
3l il 5 e 1 25

And in the properties of the righteous there is
the right of those who ask, and also of those
dignified who do not ask the others.

This verse means that we must not consume
ourselves the whole of wealth that Allah has given
us; but instead we must give a portion of it to those
needy who ask and also to those dignified deserving
people who do not ask.

Hadees

Hazrat Abdullah Bin Masood (RA) has narrated
that Messenger of Allah (SAW) has stated that the hand
on the top is better than the hand below. (Muslim)

This means that the person who gives is
better than the person who asks. Hence we must
become a giver rather than a seeker.

Good Manners

Do not eat very hot food; avoid jokes and
excessive talk while eating; however there is no
harm to discuss mutual goodwill in a pleasant
atmosphere.
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Verse
In verse number 58 of Surah Zariyat, Allah (SWT) states:

Surely Allah is the Provider, Owner of Power,
the Most Strong.

The sustenance of all the creatures in the world,
beasts, birds, insects and other animals is provided by
Almighty Allah; He sends down rain from the sky and
grows fruits, vegetables and grains and provides us
sustenance; Allah is very strong and powerful.

Hadees

Hazrat Abuzar (RA) has narrated that the
Messenger of Allah (SAW) has stated that smiling to
please one's brother is charity, saying a kind word is
charity, preventing someone from evil is charity,
showing way to someone is charity. (Tirmizi)

Good Manners

Do not unnecessarily sniff the food that you eat;
while chewing do not open the mouth frequently so that
the food in the mouth is visible; do not put finger in the
mouth while eating and do not pick the food stuck in the
teeth; this act is detestable to others; eat food sitting; it is
not proper to eat food standing and moving.
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Verse

In verse number 31 of Surah Qaf, Allah (SWT) states:

And Paradise will be brought near to the
righteous, not far,

Through this verse we know that Paradise will
be brought near to those who have lived righteous
lives in this world; that is the people who live with
the fear of Allah in this world, Paradise will be

brought so closer to them that there will be no
distance between them and Paradise.

Hadees

Hazrat Abdullah Bin Masood (RA) has narrated
that he asked the Messenger of Allah (SAW): Which
is the best deed that is most dear to Allah? The
Prophet (SAW) replied: Offering prayer on time; |
said: And then? He (SAW) said: Being good to
parents; | said: And then which deed? The Prophet
(SAW) said: Jihad in the cause of Allah.

Good Manners
Recite this supplication in the evening. |
(S5 )}'J‘&‘}U}“&}W&}W‘&}W‘&ﬁm
O Allah! With Your Power we have come to the evening,
with Your Power we come to the morning, with Your Power we
live and we die and to you we will return. (Tirmizi)
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Verse

In verse number 14 of Surah Hujurat, Allah (SWT) states:

Indeed, Allah is Forgiving and Merciful.

Friends! Whereas Allah conceals our flaws,

provides us sustenance and fulfils our needs, He
also forgives our sins and is very merciful to us.

Hadees

The Prophet (SAW) said that the worst among
the bondsmen of Allah are those who backbite and
make enemies out of friends.

In this Hadees-those people have been stated
as worse- who create enmity between friends and
indulge in gossips and enjoy it.

Good Manners

Whatever is leftover in the plate- if it is a
fluid it must be drunk else the plate must be
wiped with a finger and the finger licked. One
must not blow in edible substances. This is
because the breath is impure and harmful. Water
must be taken in three breaths; in this way
excessive water is not consumed. It is sometimes
difficult to drink in one breath.
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Verse
In verse number 13 of Surah Hujurat, Allah (SWT) states:

Indeed, the most noble of you in the sight of
Allah is the most righteous of you.

Friends! When a person avoids unlawful and
adopts lawful things and does all that Allah has
commanded and refrains from those things Allah
has prohibited - he becomes an honoured person in
the sight of Allah.

Hadees

Hazrat Jabir (RA) has narrated that the
Messenger of Allah (SAW) has stated: Whoever
among you seeks advice from his Muslim brother, he
must advise him. (Ibn Majah)

If someone wants any advice we should give
good advice with good intention.

Good Manners

Flick off your bed properly before sleeping
and when you are on your bed recite the following
supplication: .41 § & 3 SSedly ol

Do recite some part of Quran on your bed:;
when a person recites any chapter of Quran before
sleeping, Allah sends an angel who protects him.
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Verse
In verse number 12 of Surah Hujurat, Allah (SWT) states:

And do not backbite each other.

To describe the flaw of a person in his absence is
known as backbiting and it is forbidden; backbiting is a
grave sin as eating a dead man's meat.

Let us pledge from today that we shall not
backbite and gossip about anyone.

Hazrat Abu Huraira (RA) has narrated the
Messenger of Allah (SAW) has stated: When a
Muslim visits and enquires about his sick brother
or simply pays a visit, Allah states: You are pure
as well as your visit, you have made a place for
yourself in the Paradise. (Tirmizi)

Good Manners

Never go to sleep before offering Isha prayer;
if you sleep after Maghrib, you may miss your Isha
prayer. The Prophet (SAW) never used to sleep
before Isha. Make sure to switch on the lights in the
house as soon as it is night. The Prophet of Mercy
(SAW) avoided sleeping in a house devoid of light.
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Verse
In verse number 12 of Surah Hujurat, Allah (SWT) states:

And do not spy one another.

This piece of verse means that we should not spy
on one another; that who is going where, doing what?
We must discover our faults first so that we may reform
ourselves; pursuing the faults of others is a grave sin.

Hazrat Abu Huraira (RA) has narrated that the
Messenger of Allah (SAW) has stated: It is not
permissible for a man to forsake his Muslim brother for
more than three days; after a period of three days, he
must meet him and greet with Salaam. (Bukhari)
Friends! At times, we dislike speaking with one
another; if we avoid speaking for more than three days,
it is unlawful; hence we must take an initiative, express
regret and reinitiate communication with the person
whom we had not been speaking.

Good Manners

Hazrat Aisha (RA) narrates that the when the
Messenger of Allah (SAW) came to bed, he would cup
both his hands and recite Surah lkhlas, Surah Falaq
and Surah Naas, blow over his hands and wipe the
hands all over the body. (Tirmizi)
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Verse
In verse number 12 of Surah Hujurat, Allah (SWT) states:

O you who believe! Avoid most of suspicion,
for surely suspicion in some cases is a sin.
Sometimes we suspect each other unnecessarily;
whereas suspecting each other is a grave sin; hence we
must have a good opinion of each other.

Hadees

The Messenger of Allah (SAW) has stated:
Avoid sitting on the roads; if you must sit there,
observe the rights of the way.

Friends! We must avoid sitting on the roads,
intersections and corners; this causes inconvenience
to the people and it is a sign of cheapness that we
sit on the roads and chitchat.

Good Manners

Choose a place to sleep where there is flow of fresh
air. Avoid sleeping in closed rooms devoid of fresh air.
Don't cover the face while sleeping, it affects health. Make
it a habit to sleep with the face uncovered so that you may
get fresh air. Do not sleep on terraces without boundaries.
Before getting down the terrace, make arrangement for
light, else you may fall down in the dark.
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Verse
In verse number 11 of Surah Hujurat, Allah (SWT) states:

And do not call each other by offensive nicknames.

This verse means that we must call anyone by
their real name and must not call them by a bad
name coined by us; it is highly disliked by Allah that
someone is given a bad nickname and he is called by
that bad name.

Friends! Let us pledge that we shall not give a

bad nickname to anyone and a bad title on account
of a flaw in them.

Hadees

The Prophet (SAW) has stated that there is
reward in feeding and watering any animal that has
the sense of thirst, hunger and pain. We must strive
to eliminate the thirst and hunger of animals; we
earn divine reward for the same.

Friends! There is reward in watering dog and cat too.

Good Manners

When you get a good dream, thank Allah and
consider it a good news for you; the Prophet (SAW)
said that the one who is more truthfull, his dream
too is true; and relate the dream only to a wise
person and a friend and not to an enemy..
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Verse
In verse number 11 of Surah Hujurat, Allah (SWT) states:

Sl 3505 Y

And do not insult one another.

Allah has declared grave affliction for a
person who insults others; let's pledge from today
that we shall not insult anyone; that we shall not
criticise anyone because of his constraint or flaw; it
is possible that we too may face this constraint in
the future. May Allah protect us.

Hadees

Hazrat Anas (RA) has narrated that the
Messenger of Allah (SAW) has stated that Allah has
stated: The one who did a good to a weak from my
creation that has no custodian, | shall be the
custodian of such a bondsman.

Friends! We must help and support such
helpless people who are weak and dependent; if we
support them Allah will support us.

Good Manners

Get up in the last part of the night - known as
Tahajjud or Sahri time- remember your Lord who
created you, worship Him, ask forgiveness for your
sins; getting up in the last part of night and
worshipping is very dear to Allah.
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Verse
In verse number 9 & 10 of Surah Shams, Allah (SWT) states:

Indeed he is successful who purifies his own
self. And indeed he is a failure who corrupted it.
Friends! We cleanse our body daily and keep the
clothes clean, but have you ever thought about keeping
the heart clean, cleansing the soul and heart of all kinds of
sins; if we keep our heart and soul clean of sins, we shall
be considered successful in the sight of our Lord.

Hadees

Hazrat Abdullah Bin Omar (RA) has narrated that
the Messenger of Allah (SAW) has stated: Whoever
concealed the flaw of a Muslim, Allah will conceal his
flaw on the Day of Resurrection. (Bukhari and Muslim)

Friends! When you find flaws in your relatives,
neighbours or friends do not expose them to the
people but instead conceal them; if you conceal the
flaw of someone in this world, Allah will conceal your
flaws from all people on the Day of Judgement.

Good Manners

Whenever you speak to someone on the mobile
phone, first say Salaam and give your name and
introduction. Neither say that | am speaking-l could be
anyone, nor say that guess who is it? We have not
called anyone to test their intellect; frankly tell your
name and location, if needed give your complete
introduction until the other party recognises you.
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Verse
In verse numbers 5-7 of Surah Layl, Allah (SWT) states:

So he who spends his wealth in the cause of
Allah and adopts piety, and in all sincerity testifies
to the best i.e. Islam, We will indeed make smooth
for him the path to bliss i.e. Paradise.

Friends! If you are firmly resolved to attain
Paradise after death, spend your wealth in the cause
of Allah and then fear Allah and wholeheartedly
accept all the tenets of Islam; this is the best
formula to get to Paradise.

Hadees

Hazrat Abdullah Bin Omar (RA) has narrated that
the Messenger of Allah (SAW) has stated: He who relieves a
hardship of a Muslim, Allah will relieve hardships of the
Day of Resurrection for him. (Bukhari & Muslim)

Friends! Whenever we find someone in a difficulty,
trouble or suffering, we must try to remove the same as
far as possible; if we do so, Allah will remove our suffering
and pain on the Day of Judgement.

Good Manners

If you are on the way and if someone enquires you
about an address, you must pleasantly show them the way
in such a manner that the other person is satisfied and is
able to reach their destination and pray for you.
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Verse
In verse numbers 8-10 of Surah Layl, Allah (SWT) states:

And as for him who is miserly and considers
himself free from need of Allah, And rejects the best
i.e. Islam, We will indeed make smooth for him the
path to misery i.e. Hellfire.

Friends! If you are determined to avoid a worst
place like Hell, you must avoid stinginess and lead a life
dependent on Allah and accept all the tenets of faith;
then only you will be saved from Hellfire.

Hadees

The Messenger of Allah (SAW) has stated: The
right of an elder brother upon his younger brother is
like the right which a father has upon his son.

Friends! If Allah has given you an elder brother,
then give him the right as you would give to your father.

Good Manners

Every work must be done with interest and
hard work, work done with unwillingness, sloth and
laziness is not accomplished; do not try to burden
your partner during the work but try to work hard
yourself. Do work with strong resolve and with the
belief that it will fetch good result.
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Verse
In verse number 9 & 10 of Surah Zuha, Allah (SWT) states:

Therefore, as for the orphan, do not treat with
harshness, and as for the petitioner, do not scold him;

Friends! The children whose father has left this
world are called orphans; Allah has strictly forbidden
being harsh to the orphans; and to scold those people
who beg out of distress and helplessness.

If a guest visits our home then it is
the teaching of our Prophet (SAW) that we honour
our guest; welcome them, talk to them with love and
take care of their food and rest.

Good Manners

Friends! Refrain from evil and create a sense
of doing good deeds in the heart and as well create
the sense of doing good deeds in your colleagues
and friends and prevent them from evil deeds.
Remember a tree planted with a good heart and
intention bears good fruit.
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Verse

Friends! Whenever you find a work difficult, then
bear this verse in mind and recollect it at that difficult time
that Allah has placed ease after every difficult task in this
world; after every hardship there indeed will be ease.

Hazrat Abu Huraira (RA) has narrated that the
Messenger of Allah (SAW) has stated: Every Muslim
has five rights over another Muslim; first right is to
return Salaam; second right is to visit the sick; third
right is to accompany funeral processions; fourth
right is to accept an invitation and fifth right is to
respond to the sneezer with Yarhamuk-Allah.

Friends! These are the mutual right of Muslims that we
visit those who are sick; go with the funeral; accept an
invitation; return a Salaam and if someone says Alhamdulillah
after sneezing, respond with Yarhamuk-Allah.

Good Manners

Listen to your school monitor; he is your leader and
heeding to a leader is also a part of Islamic teachings; it is
a rule of life that the entire class accept a leader or
monitor; we offer Namaz in a congregation behind a Imam
and on his indication do Ruku, Sajda, Qaida, Qiyam and
Salam; the same principle applies to living a life.
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Verse
In the initial verses of Surah Alag, Allah (SWT) states:
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Read! In the Name of your Lord, Who has created
all that exists, he has created man from a piece of thick
viscous bIood. Read! And your Lord is the Most
Generous, Who has taught the writing by the pen.

Friends! This is the first verse of the Holy Quran
revealed to our Prophet, Hazrat Mohammad Mustafa (SAW)
in the cave of Hira. In this verse, it has been commanded
to read; the community that has the passion and
enthusiasm to get education is a living community; the
community devoid of education is a dead one.

Hazrat Ibn Omar (RA) has narrated that the
Messenger of Allah (SAW) has stated: A woman was
given punishment for torturing her cat; the woman
held the cat and did not feed or water it until it died;
the woman was put in the Hell because of this sin.

Friends! It is not correct to torture, hit or hurt
any animal; however it is lawful to kill lethal animals
like snakes and scorpions, etc.

Good Manners

Be kind to your colleagues; be affectionate with
those who are younger and sympathetic to those who are
weak and if disagreement arises between colleagues do
justice. Allah is extremely pleased with such traits.
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Verse

In verse number 7 of Surah Bayyina, Allah (SWT) states:

Verily, those who believe and do righteous
deeds, they are the best of creatures.

Friends! A person does not become excellent
either due to beauty or due to abundance of wealth;
he becomes an excellent person when he, along with
faith, does good deeds in the world.

Hadees

Hazrat Anas (RA) has narrated that the
Messenger of Allah (SAW) has stated: No other person
had been more intimated and threatened in the cause
of Allah like | had been and no other person had been
persecuted in the cause of Allah like | had been.

Friends! Our Prophet (SAW) has faced so many
difficulties in conveying this religion to us; can't we
do as little as obeying and following him (SAW).

Good Manners

One can be really kind and good to a person in his
absence; for example, if any of your friend is absent from
the class and if any of his belonging is kept in the class,
then it becomes your moral responsibility to protect their
belonging as you would protect your belonging; Allah
causes good to those who are good to all.
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Verse
In verse number 7 & 8 of Surah Zalzala, Allah (SWT) states:

When you find some people fighting devise a
possible measure to terminate the fight and remember that
if someone is oppressing the other during the fight, first try
to stop the oppressor and then try to help the oppressed
person. Remember that on such occasions, community or
relationship must not be considered but justice. We must
speak of justice in every situation.

Hadees

Hazrat Abuzar (RA) narrates that the Messenger of Allah
(SAW) has stated: Do you know where the Sun goes when it sets? |
said: Allah and His Messenger (SAW) know best. He (SAW) said: It
goes beneath the Throne daily and prostates to Allah. Then it
seeks permission to rise and permission is granted to it.

Friends! It is learned that the Sun too prostrates
to Allah; when a lifeless Sun prostrates to Allah, we
must prostrate to Allah more.

Good Manners

Listen! The belongings you have- bear in mind that
those actually belongs to your parents. If your parents ask any
of your things or use them, you must give them with pleasure.
Remember how many such things have your parents sacrificed
for you in your childhood. Why are you going back to give a
small thing to your parents today? Remember! You and your
wealth belong to your parents. You should be prepared to give
every kind of sacrifice for your parents.
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Verse
In verse number 75 of Surah Ta'ha, Allah (SWT) states:
R T

And whoever comes to Allah a believer and he has
done good deeds, these it is who shall have the high ranks.

Friends! As those who study well and pass with good
marks get high posts in the world, those who do good deeds
and lead a righteous life shall receive high ranks of Paradise in
the Hereafter from Allah-such high levels that have never been
witnessed by any eye nor heard by any ear.

Hadees

Hazrat Abdullah Bin Omar (RA) has narrated that
the Messenger of Allah (SAW) has stated: When a
bondsman tells a lie, the Angel guarding him goes a
mile away from him due the stench of the lie.

Friends! Note that lying leads to a great loss;
remember that we all are in the protection of angels.
Allah has appointed invisible angels to protect us. If we
speak lies, they go away due to the stench of lies.

Good Manners

Friends! Listen to a story carefully and learn a lesson: Once a
man come to the Prophet (SAW) and complained about his father
that he took away his money and belongings whenever he liked. The
Prophet (SAW) called his father; a frail old man came holding his
walking stick; Prophet (SAW) asked him details of the matter. He
said; O Messenger of Allah (SAW)! There was time when he was weak
and helpless while | had strength and wealth, | never hesitated to
give him my belongings whenever he needed them. Today | am
weak and he is rich and now he keeps his belongings from me.
Hearing this, tears came to the eyes of the Prophet (SAW) and he
said to the son: You and your belongings belong to your father.
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Verse
In verse number 81 of Surah Ta'ha Allah (SWT) states:

Eat from the good things with which We have
provided you and do not transgress, else My anger
should descend upon you.

Friends! The pure and lawful sustenance that Allah gave us
and the sources for pure and lawful sustenance like trade,
employment, industries and labour etc that he provided us, we
must earn through them and consume Allah's provision and must
not be disobedient. If we eat His provision and are disobedient
then the wrath and indignation of Allah shall befall us.

Hazrat Aisha (RA) says, | was stitching the clothes of
the Prophet (SAW); in the dark of the night needle fell from
my hand. | searched a lot but could not find it. When the
Prophet (SAW) came, the needle was visible due to the
radiance of his (SAW) face. | gleefully picked up the needle.

Friends! This was the radiance of the face of the Prophet
(SAW) that a needle was visible in the dark of the night.

Good Manners

Friends! All our works are accomplished due to the
intention of Allah. Hence we must seek from Allah alone in any
situation, be it in joy and sorrow, in sickness and in health,
growth and decline, success and failure and disgrace and
honour. State your circumstances to Him and rely on Him that
He alone produces light in the darkness of your life. He alone
eases all your difficulties and transforms your sorrow into joy.
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Verse

In verse number 114 of Surah Ta'ha, Allah (SWT) has

commanded to supplicate for increase in knowledge:
e 3.5 63
My Lord! Increase me in knowledge.

Friends! The knowledge that we acquire everyday in
the school - we must keep supplicating to further develop
and enhance this knowledge. We must acquire religious
knowledge from cradle to the grave i.e. from childhood to old
age. It is necessary that we acquire worldly knowledge and
knowledge of religion; this knowledge enhances our value.

Hadees

The Messenger of Allah (SAW) has stated that Allah
dislikes three types of people; those who associate others with
Allah, those who ill-treat relatives, and those who command
evil and prevent from good. (Targheeb Wa Tarheeb)

Friends! Hence always stay away from Shirk, be
good to the relatives, enjoin good and forbid evil so that
you may become beloved of Allah.

Good Manners

The time that Allah has given us is a great blessing
and hence do not waste your time; time is more precious
than gold and silver but people spend the time just in
sleeping; a person who wastes time is not alive but dead
because a dead person alone cannot do any work; we are
alive and hence we must do work all the time. The time you
spend today in work will always prove beneficial for you.
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Verse
In verse number 39 of Surah Saba, Allah (SWT) states:

Say, Indeed, my Lord extends provision for whom He
wills of His bondsmen and also restricts it for whom He wills.
Friends! It is the authority of Allah that he gives
more provision to whoever He pleases and less
provision to whoever he desires. We must seek pure and
lawful sustenance from our Lord. Allah has thus taught
our Prophet (SAW) to seek:

Friends! Put all your needs to your Lord; seek all
your needs and requirements from Him alone. Seek from
Allah humbly and earnestly. While seeking keep all your
attention towards Allah. Before seeking praise Allah and
send Durood and Salam on the Prophet of Mercy (SAW).

And whatever thing you spend in His cause; He
will replace it; and He is the best of providers.

Friends! Remember the fact that if we spent from our
wealth on the poor, the needy and the downtrodden etc., in return
Allah will give wealth many-fold. This is so because Allah has
abundant wealth; if there is a deficit, it is in our intentions.

Hadees

Hazrat Huzaifa (RA) has narrated that the
Messenger of Allah (SAW) has stated: Do not be like
other people, saying that if others treat you well you will
treat them well and that if they do wrong you will do
wrong. But instead accustom yourselves to do good if
people do good and not to do wrong if they do evil.

Friends! In the light of this Hadees, we need to decide
today that even if people oppress and wrong us we will do
good and justice to them. A person acquiring beastly instincts
does not imply that we too become a beast; we are humans
and must have human instincts come what may.

Good Manners

We must fervently beg Allah like a little child that
weeps and ask chocolate or ice-cream or money from
parents. The mother adores the child's weeping and she
fulfils the desire of the child. If we too cry and ask our Lord,
He shall adore it and will accept our prayer and call.
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Verse
In verse number 10 of Surah Fatir, Allah (SWT) states:

Whoever desires honour; remember all honour
belongs to Allah.
Friends! Every man desires that he receive

honour but it must be remembered that all honour is
the hands of Allah; we must seek honour from our Lord.

Hadees

Abu Maaz bin Jabal (RA) has narrated that he heard the
Messenger of Allah (SAW) saying that Allah stated that: My love is
incumbent upon those who love one another for my sake, those
who sit with one another for my sake, those who exchange visits
for my sake, and those who spend on one another for my sake.

Friends! When we met each other, make sure the
intention must be to meet for the sake of Allah. Remember
that if we meet each other with this intention we will achieve
the love of Allah. And when we sit together, remember that the
intention to sit must be to gain the love of Allah and we will
receive the love of Allah. If we go to meet someone with the
intention of pleasing Allah, we will receive the love of Allah
through it. And if we spend our hard-earned money with the
intention of seeking the love of Allah, we will achieve it.

Good Manners

While asking Allah one must consider oneself like a
beggar seeking alms at the doorsteps with humility and
meekness. We too are like the beggar and are asking our
Lord. We all are dependant bondsmen of Allah and hence
we must ask him like a beggar. Allah loves those who are
free from arrogance and pride and ask with humility.
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Verse
In verse number 13 of Surah Fatir, Allah (SWT) states:

He causes the night to enter the day, and the day
to enter the night.

Friends! Since we witness the alteration of day
and night every day we are not amused; but the rising
of a powerful sun and lighting the whole world and later
it setting plunging the whole world into darkness is
indeed amazing. This is the might of our Lord in whose
domain are the earth and the sky, moon and the sun.

An Event of Hazrat Moosa (AS)

When Hazrat Moosa (AS) travelled from Egypt to a place
called Madian, he saw two women there standing with their flock
of sheep. He asked them: What is the matter with you? Why are
you holding back your flock? Both the girls replied: Our father is a
very old and weak and he cannot come and so we have come to
water the sheep and we will water our flock after others have left
the place; Hazrat Moosa (AS) took the sheep to the well and
watered them. He taught us a lesson that watering animals is an
act of virtue and a Sunnat of the prophets.

Friends! We must try to water small and large
animals and birds.

Good Manners

Friends! When we met someone we must meet with a
smiling face. We must express joy and affection, enquire about the
wellbeing of those we are meeting and give consideration to their
status. Elder people are like our father and grandfather; they must
be respected and must be met with courtesy.

From this
it is known that Messenger of Allah (SAW) has taught the
etiquettes of serving water or milk or any other thing that
while serving in a gathering initiate with the elders.

Good Manners

When we set out to meet someone we must
wear clean clothes. We must not go with untidy and
clumsy clothes. This does not mean that we wear
good clothes for pomp and pretention and to
establish awe and might but it is the prerequisite of
civility that we wear clean and tidy clothes.
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Verse
In verse number 52 of Surah Shu'ara, Allah (SWT) states:

And We revealed to Musa: Go away with My servants
travelling by night, else surely you will be pursued.

Friends! When injustice is being done to someone, it
is our job that we help the one who is being oppressed.
Note that when Firaun oppressed the children of Israel,
Allah commanded Hazrat Moosa (AS) to leave Egypt along
with the oppressed Bani Israeel by the night so that they
may be saved from the oppression of Firaun.

Hadees

Hazrat Abu Huraira (RA) has narrated that the
Messenger of Allah (SAW) has stated: While a man was walking
he felt thirsty and went down a well and drank water from it.
On coming out of it, he saw a dog panting and licking mud
because of excessive thirst. The man thought that this dog is
suffering from thirst as | had been. So he got into the well
again and brought water and watered the dog and thanked
Allah that a life of dog had been saved because of him. Allah
was so pleased with this deed of his that He forgave him.

Good Manners

When you intend to meet someone fix an appointment. To
meet someone without prior intimation may cause discomfort and
suffering; we must not go to someone's place at inappropriate time
particularly at the time of midday sleep i.e. from 3 PM to 5 PM and
also after Isha prayers. Yes! If the other party has scheduled an
appointment, there is no harm in going.
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Verse

In the verse number 78 and 79 of Surah
Shu'ara, Allah (SWT) states:

Hazrat Ibrahim (AS) said: My Lord is the one
who created me, and it is He Who guides me, and He
gives me to eat and drink.
Friends! The fact must be borne in mind that
Allah has created us and it is He who provides total
guidance to us and it is He who gives us food and
drink. There are so many things we eat and drink
everyday that are the blessings of the Glorious Lord
for which we must be thankful.

Hadees

Hazrat Ibn Abbas (RA) has narrated that the
Messenger of Allah (SAW) has stated: The best of
charity is giving someone water.

Friends! Whenever you see a thirsty person offer
them water to drink. This is because offering water to a
thirsty person earns us great reward; remember to serve
water on the basis of humanity irrespective of religion.

Good Manners

When someone visits us, we must give them warm
welcome and meet them in an affectionate manner and
make them to sit at a clean and tidy place and must make
proper arrangement for them to eat and drink.
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Verse
In verse number 80 of Surah Shu'ara it is stated:

Hazrat Ibrahim (AS) says that: When | am |ll, it
is My Lord who cures me.

Friends! When we are sick, we immediately think
about injection, doctor, hospital, medicines etc.
Remember! We must first think about Allah in whose hands
is our illness and health; He is the One who cures us.

Hadees

Hazrat Salman Farsi (RA) has narrated that the
Messenger of Allah (SAW) has stated: Whoever offers
water to someone for the sake of Allah shall drink
water from Hauz-e-Kauser (Fountain of Abundance)
of Prophet of Mercy (SAW) and seventy men shall be
present for his intercession.

Friends! The formula to receive water from
Hauz-e-Kauser on the Day of Resurrection is to serve
water to the thirsty.

Good Manners

Whenever we go to someone we must do
productive talk and must avoid vain talk, hearsay,
gossip, backbiting etc that ruin ours as well as the time
of others. When we go to someone's place to meet and
if there is no reply from within we should return.
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Verse

In verse number 83 of Surah Shu'ara there is a
dua of Hazrat Ibrahim (AS):

Friends! Hazrat Ibrahim (AS) has asked two
things in this dua. One that Allah grants wisdom.

Join me
in righteous people. We must seek both these duas.

Hadees

Hazrat Abu Sayeed Khudri (RA) has narrated that
the Messenger of Allah (SAW) has stated: A believer
who serves water to another believer- Allah will make
him drink pure sealed wine on the Day of Resurrection.

Friends! Quenching the thirst of someone in
the world becomes the source of receiving such
wine to drink in Paradise that is pure and sealed.

Good Manners

When we go to meet someone we must carry along a
suitable present. Giving presents enhances love. If someone
comes to us with a need we must not neglect them but must
try as much as possible to fulfil their need. Do not make false
promises as it leads to unnecessary expectations.

Friends! At some places a person has to yearn
for even for a drop of water. At such times, serving
water is rewarded similar to saving the life of a person.

Good Manners

When you go to someone with a need explain it
in a civilised manner. If they fulfil the desire thank
them. If they are unable to fulfil it greet them in good
manner and return. Remember! Do not expect others to
visit you always but instead go and meet them.
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Verse

In verse number 108 of Surah Shu'ara, Allah (SWT) states:

So fear Allah and obey me.

Friends! All the prophets who came into the world
had ordered two important things to their people.
Foremost they ordered fear of Allah and piety and
secondly they ordered to listen to them and obey them.

Remember! Our success lies in the fear of
Allah and obeying the prophets.

Hadees

The Prophet (SAW) said: A person who gives
water to a thirsty and quenches him - a door of
Paradise is opened for him and he is asked to enter
the Paradise through that door.

Friends! Giving water to a thirsty becomes a source
of entry to Paradise and hence serve water to others.

Good Manners

When you go to meet someone at night do not stay
back for long; it causes discomfort to the host and their family
members. This is a time to relax. It is inappropriate to disturb
others for one's pleasure. When a few people go together to
meet someone they must nominate a single person for
conversation. Everyone speaking together is against civility.
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Verse

In the verse number 151 of Surah Shu'ara,

Allah (SWT) states:
A A S

And do not obey the command of the extravagant.

Friends! There are some people among us
who live within limits; they are very noble, honest
and sober people. And they are those who are
heedless and extremely distort; they are highly
disgraceful. We must not listen to such distort
people who exceed the limits and must avoid
following and befriending them.

Hadees

Hazrat Ayesha (RA) has narrated that the
Messenger of Allah (SAW) has stated: Anyone who
offers a cup of water to his brother when he is
thirsty has in fact released thirty slaves.

Friends! This Hadees means that offering a
cup of water to a thirsty person earns such a great
reward as freeing thirty slaves. May Allah guide us.

Good Manners

Always speak the truth and do not be hesitant in
speaking the truth; it could happen that speaking truth may
lead to momentary loss; but our worth is due to truth alone; it
is foolishness to devalue ourselves by speaking lies. Speaking
lies eradicates our trust and degrades our position.
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Verse

In the verse number 181 of Surah Shu'ara,

Allah (SWT) states:
G G 55855 180 85
Give full measure and do not be of those who cause loss.
Friends! Weight and measure are the two
methods of trade. When we measure something we
must give full measure; there should not be any deficit
in it. Likewise while weighing something it should not
be deficient. Allah dislikes those people who cause
deficit in weight and measure and cheat others.

Hadees

Hazrat Ibn Omar (RA) has narrated that the
Messenger of Allah (SAW) has stated: Whoever gives a sip
of water to his child in its childhood- Allah will give him
seventy sips from Hauz-e-Kausar on the Day of Judgment.

Friends! Your parents who give you water,
convey them the good news that if they give you a
sip of water, Allah will give them seventy sips from
Hauz-e-Kausar on the Day of Resurrection.

Good Manners

Whenever we speak we must speak softly; must talk
smilingly in a pleasant tone; tone must be moderate and
audible to other party. One must not speak so slowly that the
other party is forced to ask what has been said. There must be
credence in talk; others judge us based on our conversation.
Do not smear your tongue with filthy language.
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Verse

In the verse number 192 of Surah Shu'ara,
Allah (SWT) states:

e &5 5 60

And verily, the Quran is the revelation of the Lord
of the worlds.

Friends! There are many books in the world that
have been written by humans but the Quran has not been
written by humans. This book has actually been sent down
from heaven by Allah. Every word of it is true. No word of it
is vain, false and deceptive. We must have faith in this book
that it is a holy book of Allah.

Hadees

Hazrat Abdullah bin Omar bin Aas (RA) has narrated that
Messenger of Allah (SAW) has stated: Whosoever gave food to his
brother until his hunger has diminished and gave him water until
he has thirst has quenched, Allah will create a distance of seven
trenches between him and the Fire, and the distance between two
trenches is the period of five hundred years.

Friends! Note that feeding a hungry and watering a thirsty
become the source of moving away from the Hellfire.

Good Manners

Do not speak ill of anyone during conversation; do
not gossip and complain about others; do not mock; do not
make false promises, do not laugh at others; do not brag
and sing your own praises. Your qualities are automatically
determined by your conduct.
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Verse

In the verse number 193 of Surah Shu'ara, Allah (SWT) states:
SN 3
The trustworthy Spirit has come down with it i.e. the Quran.
Friends! Allah has sent down the Quran to the heart of
Prophet of Mercy Hazrat Mohammad Mustafa (SAW) through
the Chief of Angels Hazrat Jibraeel Ameen (AS). The Holy Angel
who brought the Quran from Loh-e-Mahfooz (Preserved Tablet)
to the earth is Hazrat Jibraeel (AS), the head of all the angels.

Hadees

Hazrat Salman (RA) narrates that he once visited the
Prophet (SAW). He (SAW) was leaning against a pillow. He (SAW)
placed that pillow for him and then said, When a Muslim goes
to meet his Muslim brother and the host places the pillow to
honour his guest, Allah shall certainly forgive the host.

Friends! Presenting an insignificant thing like
pillow in the honour of the guest too becomes a source
of forgiveness of our sins.

Good Manners

When we talk we must keep the conversation short; speak
only when needed and speak to the point; there is no respect and
value of those who talk in vain. We must remember that the angels
of Allah note down whatever we speak. Whenever we speak we
must speak softly in a pleasant and moderate tone.
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Verse
In the verse number 18 of Surah Mominoon, Allah (SWT) states:
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And We have sent down rain from the sky in a
measured amount and settled it in the earth. And indeed,
we are able to take it away.

Friends! Rainfall occurs due to the intention of Allah and
Allah sends down rain in a measure and the rain water settles in
the ground; if Allah desires He would make the water disappear
from beneath the ground. This is the reason that sometimes we
cannot find water even a depth of five to six hundred feet.

Hadees

The Messenger of Allah (SAW) has stated: A Muslim
to another Muslim is like a building providing strength and
support to each other like one brick of the building that
supports another brick. (Bukhari and Muslim)

Friends! From today itself, make a resolution that
you will not weaken one another but would reinforce
one another. Undermining one another and demeaning
one another is against your dignity. You are the Ummati
of the Prophet (SAW) who supported all. Allah willing,
you too become a support for others from today.

Good Manners

Remember! Do not consider any of your good deeds
insignificant. If you lend your pen or notebook to your friend for
writing or an eraser for erasing, bear in mind that it is also a good
deed and you shall be rewarded for the same. In summer season, if
you bring cool and clean water along, you quench your thirst as
well as offer the water to the friend sitting near you. Remember
that Allah might be pleased with this act of yours and forgive you.
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Verse

In the verse number 29 of Surah Mominoon,
Allah (SWT) has taught us this dua:

And say, My Lord! Let me land at a blessed landing
place, and You are the best to accommodate us.

Friends! Understand this Hadees and reconcile
with whom you have enmity.

Good Manners

Consider once in a fortnight whether any of your relative
or friend or neighbour is annoyed with you. Have you caused any
discomfort to any of your relative or friend or neighbour? If you
recollect that a particular relative or friend or neighbour is
annoyed with you, offer them a small present to dispel their
displeasure; remember that the distance in relationships widens
each day. We have to quell mutual hatred and spread love.

In the verse number 61 of Surah Mominoon, Allah (SWT)
has described the qualities of the righteous:
Ry S
It is these who hasten in every good work, and
these who are foremost in them.

Friends! Today people in the world hasten to earn
wealth and are hastening for sins. Remember! Allah
loves the bondsman who hastens to do good deeds and
is foremost in good deeds.

The Messenger of Allah (SAW) has stated: The heaviest
thing that will be placed in the scales of a believer on the Day
of Resurrection are his good manners. Allah hates very much
the one who has foul and coarse language.

Friends! Our credence is not because of our face
or because of our wealth; but our credence is because
of our good conduct. The heaviest in the world and in
the Hereafter are good manners.

Hazrat Abdullah bin Mubarak (RH) has described
good conduct in three things. (1) When a man meets, he
meets with a smiling face. (2) He spends on the poor and
needy bondsmen of Allah. (3) And he does not hurt anyone.

Make a resolution from today itself that
whenever you meet someone, you will meet with a smiling face
and will spend on poor and needy and will not hurt anyone.

Whenever someone presented
a perfume or other good smelling thing, he pleasantly accepted
the gift. In today's period if someone presents you a religious book
accept it, read it and follow it and when the book has been
completely read present it to someone else.

In the verse number 96 of Surah Mominoon, Allah (SWT) states:

Repel evil with that which is best.

Friends! If someone hurts us we must not rush to
take revenge but instead we must be good to the person
who had been bad to us. Remember that the person will
one day become our close friend. This is the formula of
transforming foe into a friend as taught to us by the Quran.

Hazrat Anas (RA) has narrated that the Messenger of
Allah (SAW) has stated: Whoever visits his Muslim brother with
news of joy and happiness and pleases his brother; Allah will
please this bondsman on the Day of Judgment. (Tabarani)

Friends! Take note that pleasing someone is so
beneficial that pleasing a person become a source to
receive pleasure from Allah on the Day of Judgement.

If you want to make friends, always bear a few
points in mind. Firstly have high morals and good
behaviour with your friends.

Thirdly, if a grievance
has been caused by the friend forgive them. And fourth
offer your friend something that you need but which is
more needed by your friend. If you are successful in these
four points you shall be successful in your friendship too.
